Dear Parent / Carer, 

Re: School reopening

In line with the government’s recent announcement, we are making plans for Reception and Year 1 to return to school. This is likely to happen on Monday, 1st June 2020, unless it is announced otherwise. 

In order for us to plan how to achieve this, it will be very helpful if we get an idea of the number of children who will be returning to school. Any children who are clinically extremely vulnerable, or live with someone who is clinically extremely vulnerable, should not attend.  Please refer to the government guidance for this at: https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/closure-of-educational-settings-information-forparents-and-carers/reopening-schools-and-other-educational-settings-from-1-june. 

Families should follow medical advice regarding children or family members who are clinically vulnerable. 

Children who are unwell, or in a family who are self-isolating must also not attend. The government has also announced that no fines will be issued for non-attendance at school, although attendance is strongly encouraged. 

As per government guidance, children will be split into classes of no more than 15, and will stay together as a group, not mixing with other children or staff.
