Children can wear odd socks to
school to promote individuality, acceptance, tolerance and kindness. Over the week, the
children will watch videos, join in with circle times and complete activities linked to the
Anti-Bullying Week theme of kindness. The work they do will build on our current PSHE
theme of ‘celebrating difference’.

In school, we encourage the children to use the following phrases ‘please don't do that |
don't like it / please stop that | don't like it’ and, to support their understanding of what
bullying actually is, we use STOP (Several Times On Purpose). It is also important that
children know what behaviour is not bullying, for example, occasional loss of temper,
hurting by accident, falling in and out with friends and minor disagreements.
