	Follow the activities on:  White Rose maths - https://whiterosemaths.com/homelearning/  Great ideas of maths activities and a video to watch to explain learning. Just go to the Early Years section and follow the activities. 
Or Other Follow:
This week’s theme is “Odds and Evens”.
Children will learn that quantities that can be shared into two equal groups with none left over are even. Or if put into groups of twos have none left over.
Objects which when shared into two equal groups and have one left over are odd. Or if put into groups of two has one left over.

2)Sorting in pairs Give children a selection of objects (e.g. socks, pens, small figures) Can they put the objects into pairs without any being left over? Draw a picture to show their number. Which numbers are odd? Which are even?
3) Cut and sort the numicon shape pieces below and sort in your books under the headings “Odd and even”. Write the numbers next to them.
4) House numbers Go out for your daily walk if possible and look at the house numbers. Can you spot odd and even numbers. Make your own model houses and label the odd and even sides of the road.
5) Sorting objects into two groups Set up a teddy bear picnic with two teddies and two plates. Give different quantities of play food or objects (e.g. 5 sweets, 3 carrots, 10 grapes) and ask children to share between the two teddies. Which numbers are equal and which are odd? Draw a picture of some of the objects to show your findings.
6) Using building bricks build towers using odd and even numbers.
Problem Solving
What happens if you have an odd number of bricks and add 1 more? What happens if you have an even number and add one more?

· Description - Make your own spider out of junk modeling (see ‘other’ below for photos) and then write description about it. (Write your description in your red book)
· Instructions - Write some instruction about how to look after your spider. (Write these in your red book_
· Letter  writing - Write a letter to you teacher – tell her everything you have been up to – Get your adult to take a picture of it and send it to our email addresses above. (You never know we might even write back)
